Page Layout and Margins

When to use buttons, when to use links

The rules are:

• Use a button when clicking on it changes information (saving changes)

• Use a link for navigation

Example:



• "Ga verder" stores information

• "Annuleer" is for navigation

These rules are not a dogma. We sometimes make exceptions to these rules when it is necessery for a better looking design,

or when emphasis is needed on a link, like "Probeer nu gratis" or "Log in" on the homepage.

Labelling buttons and links
• All labels should start with a capital, for better readability

• A label on a button or a link should contain an active verb (gebieden wijs), for example "Ga verder" (instead of

"Volgende") or "Bekijk resultaten" (instead of "Resultaten").

Other general guidelines

• Do not open new windows. Users often do not notice this and loose track of the original content (http://www.useit.com/

alertbox/990530.html).

• Error messages should not just contain the problem, but also a suggestion of how the user can fix it. Dont say "The

password is too short.". Say "The password is too short. Use a password of 6 characters or more.".

• Avoid red text on a blue or green background. This is hard to read for the most common forms of colorblindness.
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
